Background:

Hurricanes occur from June 1 to November 30 in the Atlantic, and they occur even earlier in the Pacific. NOAA has done a lot of research with hurricanes, as well as establishing the National Hurricane Center which focuses solely on hurricanes. Severe hurricanes can cause devastating damage. Today, you will be using NOAA to find your information to make a graph in Microsoft Excel and answer questions in Microsoft Word.
Graphical Problem:

NOAA has made a hurricane archive that archives the Atlantic and Eastern Pacific hurricanes. On the NOAA website, please find all the hurricanes that have occurred in the Eastern Pacific from 2007-2010. You do not need to include the actual number of hurricanes. Also find the highest wind speed and lowest wind speed, as well as the number of deaths. Please make a graph with a line on two axis. The line should be for the number of casualties, not wind speeds. The X-axis should be labeled as the year. The first Y-axis should be labeled as “Wind Speed (kts)” and the second Y-axis should be labeled as “Number of Casualties”.

2. Please list the 2011 list of Atlantic Hurricane names.

4. How many F1 tornadoes did Hurricane Katrina have?
5. How many casualties did Hurricane Andrew cause? Also, what amount of monetary damage occurred?
